NATIONAL ENCOUNER -XAVIER UNIVERSITY IN CINCINNATI, OH

· Butch said the simultaneous translation was much better this year (Spanish and English)

· There were approximately 700 in attendance and 77 were from our region (region 4).

· Cursillo has a web page and there will be a link to the Knoxville web site.

· The 50th Anniversary of Cursillo was discussed and the goal is to return to the original roots of Cursillo as envisioned by Eduard Bonin.  These topics were: person, freedom, love, friendship, conviction, sincerity, criterian, life, normalcy and joy.  The names of the three phases of  group sharing will revert back to piety, formation and action.  It was explained that piety is the vehicle that leads to holiness, study leads to formation and action leads to evangelization. 

· Suggested terminology changes: 1) We will use clausura (leading forth) instead of closing on the weekend because it is really the beginning of a new way of life. 2) Onward instead of Ultreya 3) Witnessing will be term used when referring to a talk. 4) Ideally there should be 1 team member for every 10 candidates on the weekend.

· It was suggested that the School of Leaders focus on the ten topics that reflect the original roots of Cursillo. (As stated above).

· The next National Encounter will be 7/29-8/1,2004 at Seattle University.
