The meeting was opened by Lois Schering, leading the group in lighting the candle, prayer, and reflection.

Aurora reports that Justin Williams agreed to be rector for the next Men’s Weekend and he is putting a team together.

Post Cursillo: Dick (absent)
Dick submitted a summary report on the Parish Representative Workshop which was held July 14, 2012. 
4th Day Workshop, English: Jim (Judy-absent) 

On July 7, 2012 there was a 4th Day Workshop. Ten Cursillistas attended. Lois presented Chapter 3 of the Leaders’ Manual. Fr. Alex presented the doctrinal talk on “Christian Community.” Work sections included PreCursillo discussion on sponsorship, Cursillo weekend discussion on how to simplify the weekend, and PostCursillo discussion on how to increase attendance at the 4th Day Workshops. The next 4th Day Workshop will be held September 8. 
A discussion ensued about whether to have a palanca chapel or not. It was tabled for future discussion at the next 4th day Workshop. From there, it will be brought to the next Secretariat meeting.

4th Day Workshop, Spanish: Nancy

Lois reported that ten people went to the National Cursillo Conference where they had a very encouraging experience. 
Discussion ensued about having a library of Cursillo books available to the Secretariat. Angie agreed to be librarian.

New Business
The Secretariat is considering changing the coordinator of the Spanish PreCursillo position to a voting position. The change can take place once a notice is published in the Rooster Crows announcing the intention of amending the By Laws and a formal vote takes place during October’s Secretariat meeting. Sofia Degaldo is presently the coordinator of the Spanish PreCursillo.  If Sofia wishes to reapply for the voting position, she must do so in writing to Lois 10 days before the October Secretariat meeting.
Lois recommended adding a statement about finding a retreat center in the Knoxville area to our Cursillo’s Pastoral Plan under the Long Term Recommendations section of the PostCursillo.  
Due to renovations at Our Lady of Fatima parish, the date and/or place of the next Diocesan Encounter may be changed. Lois will contact Fr. Alex to see if he is available on November 3 or December 1 instead of the original date, November 10.

A question in policy was raised and discussion ensued concerning the possible use of the Cursillo database for notifications about the Men’s Conference in August. Use for this purpose was denied. It was determined that names on the database may be used for Cursillo related events only. 
The 2013 Cursillo calendar is in the process of being formed.

Dale Ott of the Regional Service team is stepping down and someone is needed to replace him. Lois will find out the qualifications of that position.

Deacon Bill Jacobs is the new editor of the Rooster Crows publication. Toni will discuss the details of this with him.

The Annual Appeal letters will be sent in September or October in English and Spanish. 
Old Business
There are three Secretariat positions up for reelection: directors for Spanish Cursillo, English Post Cursillo and English 4th Day Workshops. Elections will be held October 2012. 

The next Secretariat meeting location will be held on October 13, 2012 at St. Thomas in Lenoir City.
