DIOCESE OF KNOXVILLE CURSILLO- SECRETARIAT MEETING

October 25, 2003 - 10 AM

The meeting was opened with a prayer.

Those present were Butch Feldhaus, Debbie Ferrari, Susan Passarello, Carol Bolton, Jim Heath, Marianne Hartman, Lois Schering, Angie Feltz and Velma Burke.

Everyone shared on what they would like to tell the Bishop about Cursillo if they had the opportunity to have a few minutes alone with him.

After several corrections to the minutes of July 26, 2003 the minutes were approved.

The Treasurer's report showed a balance of $1,858.06 as of Oct. 18, 2003.

· Butch reported on the Regional Encounter.  Important points made were: Living the Tripod, a dialogue with Bishop Gregory, an Ultreya talk and "Blessed Be the Flexible".

· Father Al Wilson's term on the regional board is up, as well as Becky Gutener's.  Bob Kostin will be taking Becky's place.  The National Encounter will be July 29-August 1, 2004 in Seattle, Washington.  The Regional Events will be for the Lay and Spiritual Directors in Nashville from April 23 - 25 and the Region IV Fall Encounter in Owensboro, KY  from Oct. 29-31, 2004.  All were urged to try to attend.

· Tom Sarg has stepped down as head of the Cursillo Movement.  No replacement has been named.

· Ministeries Day in Knoxville was attended by Debbie, Lois and Butch.  Names of those interested in making a Cursillo were given to Velma and those who have made a Cursillo in the past given to Susan.  Both were asked to follow up at the appropriate time.

· Butch talked to the Bishop about having a Spanish speaking weekend and he was very open to the idea.  Butch will put in a formal request for financial help but must first get all pertinent data from various sources.

· An Evangelization Walk was held last year on June 7th.  Another is in the planning stages.  10% of money raised will go to the Bishop, 5% to the region, 5% to the person who raises the most money and the remainder to the national office. Pledges are $1.00 a mile.

· 3 Day Weekend:  Carol Bolton
#19 - a Men's Weekend has 13 candidates registered.

     Carol has a coordinator's book that is filled with all information needed to  

      coordinate a weekend, including detailed information on set-up groups, 

      talks and even evaluation forms.  She has made three copies.  One for the 

      coordinator of a Men's Weekend, one for the Women's Weekend and a 

      master copy.         

· Post Cursillo:  Susan Pasarello
Grand Ultreya will be Saturday, Nov. 8, 2003 in the Shea Room at Sacred Heart. Everyone is encouraged to bring a dish to share.  It will begin at 11AM and end at 2 PM.  Butch will speak on the role of the Secretariat and what he learned in Belleville.

The overwhelming feeling is that most Cursillistas want to return to having just one Ultreya a month on a specific day rather than small groups meeting in various locations on various days.  This does not include Crossville which has a viable Ultreya group meeting every month.  It was suggested that the Grand Ultreya be the November Ultreya for all parishes.

· School of Leaders: Lois Schering

Ted Newsom spoke on Group Leadership and recommendations for pre and post cursillos were offered.

The next School of Leaders will be on January 24, 2004 at our Lady of Fatima in Alcoa.  The theme will be "A Call To Holiness".  There will be speakers on the Liturgy of the Hours, Eucharistic Adoration and Journaling with Scripture.

· The 2004 schedule was discussed and Butch will send the complete list in a few days.  

· We are still searching for the by-laws set up when the Diocese of Knoxville Cursillo began.

· The Ultreya Procedure was reviewed and one comment made was that group sharing is of the greatest importance.  This procedure will be reviewed again next year.  Susan will get a copy of the procedure to all facilitators.
